3. Execute vector control activities as delegated including but not limiting to:

· Island wide fogging

· Physical biological and chemical treatment for controlling vectors in premises, natural breeding sites, drains and ports of entry

· Collection and identification of mosquitoes and other vectors of public health significance 
4. Participate in health promotion activities as it relates to handling of hazardous chemicals and poisons.
5. Investigate outbreaks of vector borne diseases and trace primary and secondary contacts.

6. Respond to vector complaints in residential and commercial areas and conduct onsite investigations and abate nuisances.

7. Collect data, conduct surveys, up date field maps and maintain records.

8. Participate in public awareness campaigns on vector and pest control issues.

9. Be fully knowledgeable of his/her role in the Disaster Plan of the Department and participate in disaster preparedness activities.

10. Attend national and regional workshops, seminars and training as required.

11. Report to Senior Vector Control Officer on Vector Control activities.

12. Prepare and submit reports and recommendations on Vector Control issues/activities.

13. Participate and assist in the investigation of suspected breaches of Environmental Health legislation as it relates to vector control issues/activities.
